                  This contract is for the breeding and registration of one live foal.
This is a one year contract with one year return privledges only.

As the owner of the Morgan mare ______________________________, registration number _________,I agree to breed my mare to SYP High Definition, AMHA # 164699 for the 2010 season. I agree to the following terms and conditions in their entirety.
1. Breeding fee:

The breeding fee for the 2010 season from February 

1st  to June 10th, 2010 will be $3500.00 and is payable as follows:

      $2500.00  booking fee due with return of this contract.

      $1000.00 balance due at the time the mare is checked in foal.
It is agreed that fresh cooled semen will be used unless, at the owner or agent’s discretion, frozen semen becomes a more viable option for the sake of the stallion’s health or show career.

2. Other charges
        The mare owner agrees to pay all veterinarian fees, drugs, medications, and special supplies required for said. Such charges may include, but are not limited to, semen collection, shipping, and other associated costs. These expenses will be billed on a monthly basis by Gerry Rushton Stables and paid on a monthly basis by the mare owner. 
3. Veterinarian Expenses
       The mare owner agrees that a routine examination will be made to determine the mare’s general health and breeding condition. The mare must also receive a uterine culture unless it is a maiden mare. The mare will be examined regularly throughout breeding cycles with rectal palpation, ultrasound follicle checks, and other associated exams. Mare owner agrees to pay all fees incurred by veterinary exams. These exams will be billed on a monthly basis by Gerry Rushton Stables.
4. Return Privilege
    If the mare aborts or resorbs and cannot be bred during the current breeding season, or if the mare does not produce a live foal (defined as one that stands and nurses), the stallion owner agrees to rebreed the same mare or have an alternative mare during the next years’ breeding season only. This is a ONE YEAR contract, with return privileges for ONE YEAR unless otherwise negotiated. Under no circumstances shall this contract be valid after the 2011 breeding season.

In order to have return privileges, it will be the mare owners’ responsibility to provide, in writing, by a licensed veterinarian, within 10 days of occurrence that the mare aborted or did not have a live foal. If the mare or an alternative mare is not re-bred the following year, return privileges will be cancelled. 
5. Service Not Complete
  If the stallion at any time becomes unfit for service or dies before service, the return privilege of this contract shall become void unless the stallion owner supplies a suitable alternate stallion.
6. Waiver of Liability
    The mare owner agrees that under no circumstances will the owner or the owner’s representative hold the stallion owner, Ted and Elaine Olsen, or the stallion owner’s representative, Gerry Rushton Stables and the employees of Gerry Rushton Stables, farrier, veterinarian, or anyone else affiliated with the stallion owner responsible for injury, death, or damage of any kind that may occur to horses, individuals, or equipment. The mare owner shall assume all responsibility for the condition of the mare and shall bear all risk of loss or damage to the mare. The mare owner therefore, agrees to hold the stallion owner and the stallion owner’s representative harmless for any and all damages associated therewith.

7. Registration
     The stallion owner, and agent for, agrees to provide all necessary papers to register the foal when the total balance of all expenses and fees incurred have been paid. The mare owner understands that both the mare and the resulting foal must be bloodtyped by the AMHA prior to the registration of the foal. Any foal conceived in any manner not complying with this contract shall not be eligible for registration.
8. Breeding by semen transport
      The mare owner’s designated veterinarian shall be:

The mare owner certifies that said veterinarian practices equine reproduction as a part of his/her practice, is available for palpation, cultures, and other necessary procedures and has consented to oversee the breeding of said mare on a regular basis. The mare owner agrees to the following conditions:

a. The designated veterinarian must examine the mare within 45 days prior to the shipment of semen and certify in writing that the mare is free of infection and in good breeding condition.

b. He/she must forward to the stallion owners’ representative written results of a uterine culture taken within 45 days of the first shipment of semen and processed by a recognized lab.
c. The provision of a. and b. must be repeated for any mare failing to settle within two cycles after shipment of semen has commenced.

d. The veterinarian must examine the mare for pregnancy between 35 and 55 days after the last breeding and the results mailed to the stallion owner’s representative.

e. A collection/shipping fee of $325.00 shall be paid to Gerry Rushton Stables prior to the first shipment of semen. An additional $325.00 will be billed for each additional semen shipment. Semen Shipments are normally sent via Federal Express. We do not guarantee availability of counter to counter shipments. If there are special conditions to the (ie holiday shipments, Sunday delivery, etc), extra costs from the shipping companies shall be passed on to the mare owner and paid by the mare owner.
f. A $250.00 refundable container deposit is also paid to Gerry Rushton Stables prior to the first shipment of semen. A $20.00 per day container rental fee will be billed for a container not returned within 7 days of delivery to mare owner.
9. Stallion Owner Responsibility
    The stallion owner assumes responsibility only to deliver live semen in viable condition at the time of delivery to the mare owner’s farm or the designated veterinarian.
10. Substitution of mare
    Should the designated mare in this contract not settle after three cycles, the mare owner may substitute another mare owned by the original mare owner and approved by the stallion owner. In this case, the substitute mare must be fully identified, a new culture taken, and the results forwarded to Gerry Rushton Stables. The substitute mare may be bred or have semen shipped when these items have been completed.
No registration papers will be signed for on anyone that has a remaining balance due to Gerry Rushton Stables. All collection fees, shipping fees, etc must be paid in full before your resulting baby will be eligible for registration.
